His ancestors were
among the poorest people in the village, they had no house,
property, or business. The more we talk about Berdak's life
and work, the less we can say. Therefore, it is necessary to
widely promote Berdok's work among our youth, translate
his works into Uzbek, and introduce the young generation to
our people.

In honor of the brilliant memory of the famous literary and
artistic person, the people's poet, the streets of Nukus and
other cities, park avenues, and cinemas were named after
Berdok. Karakalpak State Musical Theater named after
Berdak, one of the prestigious theaters in our country, is
famous not only in our country but also abroad.

Berdoq is a great folk singer who is able to convey to the
reader the pains and sufferings of a sensitive poet, as well as
